**IMPORTANT** Construction Update

There is ongoing construction around the front and side of Helix Hall, specifically on the west and south
sides near the pond. We had hoped this work would be complete prior to your arrival, but unfortunately
it is scheduled to continue through Fall 2025. This area is currently blocked off and only accessible to
construction crews.

Although the front doors of Helix Hall will be open and usable for access to the Dining Hall, the
University is asking all guests to use the back entrance exclusively for check-in and check-out. The back
building doors will be unlocked and accessible throughout camp, and we recommend parking in Res Lot
North or Lot T1 for convenience.

Arrival Day Resident Check-In procedures:
Check in and unloading will be in Helix Hall. Set your GPS to 955 North Loop Rd, Richardson, TX 75080
and once you get on campus, follow the signs for Mean Green Comet Debate Camp.

Registration will take place in Helix Hall 1.001, a classroom on the first floor of the dorm. There will be
clearly marked signs and UTD dorm staff there to greet you and point you in the right direction. We ask
that participants come in and register with the camp, get their room key, and then bring their luggage
into the dorm. Please DO NOT bring your luggage into the registration room or involve it in the
registration process.

After you have completed registration, you will be able to move into your dorm room. Lunch will be
available for students in the cafeteria starting at noon. Students going to lunch will meet in the RHH
Common Area and be escorted to lunch by MGC staff. We do not provide meals for family members on
the day of registration.
