Course Description 
Welcome to Chinese 2312. This course is the second semester of a two-semester intermediate-level 
Chinese. This course, oriented toward students who have completed Chinese 1311/1312/2311 at UTD 
(or the equivalent), is designed to reinforce the material learned in previous Chinese courses. By the end 
of this semester, your vocabulary and grammar knowledge should be expanded (approx. 130 new  words 
will be taught), the reading and writing skills will be reinforced, the communication skill in real -life 
situations will also be further developed. In addition to these linguistic skills, you should have a deeper 
understanding about the diverse aspects of societies and cultures in Chinese-speaking regions of the 
world. 
Knowledge of Chinese: Chin 2311 or same level of language proficiency (2-3 class hours in each week 
for 3 semesters, master 450-500 commonly used words and basic grammar patterns, be able to 
communicate in Chinese on a wide range of topics with native Chinese speakers.  
 

Objective 
By the end of this semester, students will be able to: 
 Understand normal speed Chinese dialogues and monologues on many school and everyday life 

(survival) topics as well as some social issues if the speakers are speaking standard spoken Chinese 
(no obvious accent, neither too formal nor too colloquial); 

 Write up to 700 characters, use up to 1,000 frequently used Chinese phrases; 
 read short articles modified for foreign students on topics as mentioned above; 
 Clearly express yourself in short but well connected paragraphs;  
 Write short articles that discuss some common social and cultural issues taught in your textbooks.

A note on Incompletes: as per university policy, incomplete grades may be given, at the discretion of the 
instructor of record for a course, when a student has completed at least 70% of the required course material but 
cannot complete all requirements by the end of the semester. An incomplete course grade (grade of ‘I’) must be 
resolved completed within the time period specified by the instructor, not to exceed eight (8) weeks from the first 
day of the subsequent long semester. Upon completion of the required work, the symbol 'I' may be converted 
into a letter grade (A through F). If the grade of Incomplete is not removed by the end of the specified period, it 
will automatically be changed to F. 

 
Class participation and preparation: 15% of your final grade depends upon your participation and 
preparation. Since regular oral practice is essential for improving proficiency in a foreign language, daily 
attendance and active participation (responding when called on, group discussion and different kinds of 
in-class activities, etc. ) are necessary for your success in Chinese class. Your instructor will evaluate your 
preparation and level of engagement during the semester and your grade will be 0.35pt per class 
period(MWF) or 0.5pt per class period(TTR) for a total of 15 possible points. During the semester, you 
are allowed to have 3 unexcused absences for MWF class and 2 unexcused absences for TTR class.

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Excused Absences  
The 3 cases explained below are considered authorized absences: 
 Absence due to participation in a sponsored activity/event: Absences due to participation in sponsored 

activities/events (i.e.: academic field trips, approved concert, performance, athletic event, etc.)  must be 
approved in advance by the instructor. Also, you must obtain the appropriate documentation from the 
sponsoring unit for presentation to your instructor within 5 working days after the absence.   

 Absence for Religious Holy Days: The University of Texas at Dallas will excuse a student from class or other 
required activities for the observance of a religious holy day (including travel time) for a religion whose 
places of worship are exempt from property tax under Section 11.20, of the Texas Tax Code.

much as possible when you write the essay (for example, 1311 student can use 名字/姓, etc. in 

Chinese; 1312 students can talk about the when/where/host/presenter, etc. in Chinese). You earn 1pt 
per attendance.

 The exams are built up based on the HSK Level 3 Modal. 
 Students can take the Mock Exam on eLearning before the midterm and final exams, the sample 

exams are similar to the real exams in terms of question type and content covered, however, the 
questions used in the sample exams and the real exams are entirely different.   

 
WHAT IS HSK?  
 

The midterm and final exams are both developed based on the HSK model, the purpose is to help students 
prepare for the HSK test.

It assesses non-native Chinese speakers’ abilities in using the Chinese language in their 
daily, academic and professional lives. The new HSK test, consisting of six levels (from levels 1 to 6, level 6 being 
the highest), was launched by Hanban.

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HSK Level III Introduction 
 The HSK (Level III) assesses test takers' abilities in the application of everyday Chinese (Mandarin). It is the 

counterpart of the Level III of the Chinese Language Proficiency Scales for Speakers of Other Languages and 
the B1 Level of the Common European Framework of Reference (CEF). 

 Test takers who are able to pass the HSK (Level III) can communicate in Chinese at a basic level in their daily, 
academic and professional lives. They can manage most communication in Chinese when travelling in China. 

 The HSK (Level III) is intended for students who have studied Chinese for three semesters (one and a half 
academic years), with 2-3 class hours in each week. These students have mastered 728 commonly used 
words and related grammar patterns.
